Sunday, June 2, 1991 was 

the inaugural Memory Walk 

at Memorial Hall in scenic 

Fairmount Park in West 

Philadelphia. In 1999, the 

Walk moved to Eakins Oval 

at the Art Museum and West 

River Drive for one year. 

In 2007 the burgeoning numbers of 

walkers made it necessary to relocate 

to a place which could accommodate 

the masses and allow for continued 

growth. The perfect location to 

accommodate these crowds is the 

home of the fabulous Philadelphia 

Phillies - Citizens Bank Park in South 

Philadelphia. 

Other Delaware Valley Chapter 

Memory Walks experienced the same 

progression because of growth over 

the years. There were venue changed 

to accommodate those walks as 

well. The first walk in Berks County 

was hosted by Boscov’s Department 

Stores and held at the Boscov’s East 

store in Reading, PA.  

The Trexler Game Preserve, in 

Schnecksville was home to Memory 

Walk in the Lehigh Valley until 2006, 

when the Berks County and Lehigh 

Valley Walks merged to form the 

Kutztown Memory Walk in Berks 

County. The beautiful campus of 

Kutztown University provides the 

setting for this fast-growing Walk. 

The Rehoboth Beach walk is the one 

walk that has always been held at 

Grove Park. The walk route includes 

the boardwalk and downtown.  

The Wilmington Memory Walk began 

at Rockford Park and is now held at 

the Riverfront Tubbman-Garrett. 

As the Memory Walk has evolved, 

so has the Riverfront with more 

entertainment and shopping.

The South Jersey Memory Walk 

moved from Cooper River Park in 

Camden to Atlantic City, first at the 

historic Garden Pier and currently to 

Kennedy Plaza and Boardwalk Hall 

on the celebrated boardwalk. 

Other Walk sites include Cooper 

River Park in Camden County, New 

Jersey and Dover, Delaware.
