As our baby-boomer generation continues to
age, the number of people diagnosed with the Alzheimer’s disease and
related dementias will rise at an alarming rate, due to the fact that age
is the biggest risk factor in developing Alzheimer’s disease.

This has been an exciting year for the Alzheimer’s Association, Northwest
Ohio Chapter. We have continued to offer programs and services
throughout our organization’s 24 county service area that help thousands
of individuals who are struggling to cope with Alzheimer’s disease and
related disorders. New this year, we hosted several researchers in the
communities we serve, to present up-to-date information about
Alzheimer’s disease, current treatments and what is on the horizon for
the future. We also are pleased to be selected as the pilot site for a
new program that works with both the individuals with memory loss
and their families.

In the past year, over 10,000 individuals accessed our services. We are
proud of the fact that so many have turned to us for help and support.
Yet we also recognize there is much to be done. Our Vision remains
“a world without Alzheimer’s disease!” On behalf of the Alzheimer’s
Association, Northwest Ohio Board of Directors, staff and those suffering
from Alzheimer’s disease and related dementias; we extend our heartfelt,

Education
Programs

The Alzheimer’s Association, Northwest Ohio Chapter continues to
offer innovative and creative education programs. These programs
vary in content and dimension. New directions in educational topics
this year included presentations from nationally known researchers,
Bruno Giordani, PhD, and Judith Heidebrink, MD, both from the
University of Michigan, Alzheimer’s Disease Research Center; and
Daniel Kuhn, MSW, clinical social worker, author, filmmaker and
educator. In the past year alone, 347 individuals with dementia and
their families participated in programs specifically for people who
have early stage dementia; 1,218 family caregivers attended family
education programs and workshops; 2,408 professional caregivers
participated in training sessions to enhance quality dementia care;
and 2,091 other interested individuals attended educational programs
to increase their knowledge and understanding level of Alzheimer’s
disease and memory loss issues.

Information _
and Supportive Services

The Northwest Ohio Chapter also continues to provide support,
information and resources to community members who are coping
with Alzheimer’s disease. We were proud to answer 1,741 Helpline
calls this year which provides assistance and help over the telephone,
the internet, or face-to-face. We offered over 100 hours of counseling
and care consultation services to families who are struggling to cope
on a daily basis with this disease and enrolled 34 new individuals in
the Medic Alert Safe Return Program. The Chapter also continues to
host support groups in each of the 24 counties in Ohio that it serves.

We were excited to add a new dimension of supportive services this
year with the initiation of the RDAD (Reducing Disabilities in Alzheimer’s
Disease) program. Our organization was selected as the pilot site for
this project in the state of Ohio; RDAD is an in-home exercise and
supportive intervention program for individuals with dementia and
their caregivers. The RDAD program is being supported by a grant
from the Ohio Department of Aging and Administration on Aging for
a three year period.



Respite
Services

We continue to provide families with much needed breaks through
our respite programs. The two adult day centers provided over 42,300
hours of respite care for families in the past year. In addition, the
respite financial assistance program helped families pay for the cost
of 2,901 hours of respite care; and the Caring Companions program
provided 202 hours of in-home volunteer respite care.

Advocacy

The Northwest Ohio Chapter continues to advocate on behalf of
individuals who are living with dementia. In the past year,

52 individuals from northwest Ohio were among 200 advocates who
participated in a statewide advocacy event at the Statehouse in
Columbus called Memory Day. Eight individuals from northwest Ohio
attended the 21st Annual Alzheimer’s Association Public Policy Forum
in Washington DC. Both of these events increase awareness about
Alzheimer’s disease to our elected governmental officials and urge
them to support effective legislation for people who are impacted
by dementia.

Organizational
Support

The Alzheimer’s Association, Northwest Ohio Chapter receives generous
support from numerous individuals, organizations, and companies.
Funding from PSA 3, Area Agency on Aging; Area Office on Aging of
Northwestern Ohio; Ohio District 5, Area Agency on Aging; and the
Lucas County Senior Services Levy supports programs and services
of the Chapter. In addition, generous contributions from individuals
and corporations vitally assist the efforts of the Alzheimer’s Association,
Northwest Ohio Chapter. Memory Walk continues to be an important
source of revenue for the organization, raising $245,650 in 2008.

Our Chapter also has generous support from over 400 volunteers who
assist with the delivery of programs and services, organizational
governance, advocacy, and fundraising in order that the Alzheimer’s
Association, Northwest Ohio Chapter can fulfill its mission.
