caregivers to Alzheimer’s clinical studies in your area.

Note: Alzheimer’s Association TrialMatch™ 
specialists are available from 7 a.m. to 7 p.m. 
CT, Monday – Friday. For general questions 
about Alzheimer’s disease and clinical trials, our 
Contact Center is available 24 hours a day, 365 
days a year.

If an appropriate study is found, your patient 
can move forward with their application to 
participate. After the clinical study, your patient 
can expect ongoing follow-up communication to 
help get the most out of his or her participation. 
If there are no matches, we encourage checking 
back frequently because new studies are starting 
all the time. 

Volunteers are under no obligation to participate 
in a clinical study, even if they meet all the criteria 
and are “screened in.” It is always the volunteer’s 
choice to participate in a clinical study, and they 
can withdraw at any time.

USING ALZHEIMER’S ASSOCIATION TRIALMATCH™ IS EASY. 

STEP 1: Go to alz.org/trialmatch.

STEP 2:  For information about the more than 100 studies in the U.S. and Canada, select the VIEW ALL 

TRIALS tab. You can view all studies or search by study title, phase, drug, state, and city. 

STEP 3:  Create an account to engage the study matching process for specifi c patients. With your 

account you can create a patient profi le for each patient (no personally identifi able information 

is requested). Alzheimer’s Association TrialMatch will compare each patient profi le with its 

up-to-date clinical trial database to create an unbiased, customized set of matches based on 

the eligibility criteria (e.g., diagnosis, treatment, history, location). 

STEP 4:  Based on the Alzheimer’s Association TrialMatch results, you can request further information 

about a specifi c clinical study by telephone or e-mail. You can then refer your patients for study 

enrollment or provide the results in print or e-mail for your patients and/or caregivers so they 

can follow up on studies of interest.
